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Our next fortnight topic is ‘weather’ and our song will be ‘The sun has got his hat on’.
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For this topic the children will be read a story a day linking to weather and an activity. On Monday the children will be read ‘Splosh’ and then singing our focus song whilst playing a musical instrument of their choice. Tuesday’s story will be ‘Charlie Crow in the Snow’ and then go outside to print with wellingtons. On Wednesday the children will take part in a weather matching game and then be read ‘Wet World’. On Thursday the children will be read ‘Splash’ and then go and explore the garden in a pair of wellingtons. Fridays activity will be exploring a weather related treasure basket after being read ‘My friend the weather monster’.

Supporting at home:

· Sing our focus song

· Develop knowledge of weather at home by talking about the weather on different days

· Looking at pictures of what happens when we have different types of weather
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Our next fortnight topic is ‘weather’ and our song will be ‘The sun has got his hat on’.

Our creative activities for this topic are going to be making a cloud with cotton wool and pva glue on paper plates or a cloud border, painting a sunshine with orange and yellow paint, making a rainbow with a range of coloured material, painting blue circles using stacking cups and using paint brushes to make marks on blue paper. For investigation we will be exploring in soil and natural objects, porridge oats with cars, wellington boots in blue water for splashing, filling and pouring with blue and white rice and making marks in fake snow with little people. 
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Our story books for the next fortnight are going to be ‘Five Little Ducks’, ‘This Rabbit, That Rabbit’, ‘Itsy Bitsy Spider’, ‘Lizzy the Lamb’ and ‘That’s not my 

bee…’.
